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FFN Board Looking to the Future

Setting direction for the next two years was the order of the day when Future Farmers Network (FFN) Directors met in Brisbane on Saturday 29 November in conjunction with an end of year Board meeting.

The Board met to review its corporate governance structure and to ensure that, as a whole, the organisation was providing maximum services and returns to its members in its overall charter to encourage and support young people in rural industries.

FFN is a National not-for-profit organisation that provides 16 – 35 year olds involved in agriculture and related fields the opportunity to join together under one banner and exchange ideas and opportunities with like-minded people. The Network currently has 600 members across Australia representing a cross-section of agricultural and related industries including grains, livestock and agribusiness.

The Board reviewed the 2007 – 2008 operating strategy of the organisation and the input from members collated over the previous twelve months.

“The Board looks forward to presenting its new plan to the membership and wider agricultural network,” FFN Chair, James Caracoussis commented.

“The Board, over the weekend, put time into ensuring members’ voices were heard and their feedback reviewed so that the operation of the Network would continue to grow into the future.”

FFN will formally release its new operating plan to members in July 2009 with a preliminary report to members being issued following the weekend’s meeting.
