Hosted by the Future Farmers Network (FFN), the 2011 Young Beef Producers Forum was 
held in Roma QLD on 17 & 18 November, engaging over 150 beef industry youth 
delegates.

Charlie McElhone from the 
National Farmers’ Federation provided a realistic overview of the correlation and impact 
of the Carbon Tax on beef production. Until now many Forum delegates had not been 
involved in the discussions.”  

The Young Beef Producers Forum held the first ever Gala Dinner and Auction in 2011. The 
Gala Dinner and Auction was proudly supported by Landmark who ensured a very 
successful event with the funds raised going towards ensuring ongoing benefit to young 
beef industry participants.   

Assisted by Joel Fleming, Landmark auctioneer, guests were entertained and assisted FFN 
in raising $4790 in proceeds for the Australian Beef Industry Foundation (ABIF).

VICTORIA'S peak farm lobby has demanded the State Government deliver on its 

promise to support young farmers.  

In the lead-up to last year's election, the Coalition promised to "exempt stamp duty (of 

$13,070) on the first $300,000 of agricultural land purchased by farmers under 35". 

But the Victorian Farmers Federation said the Government had failed to do so, 

disadvantaging young farmers. 

VFF president Andrew Broad said young farmers were appalled to discover the 

Government axed the exemption on land worth $400,000 or more.  

Under the scheme a young farmer buying $400,000 in land must pay stamp duty of 

$13,070 on the first $300,000, plus $6000 on the remaining $100,000 - a total of $19,070. 

Mr Broad said the scheme was flawed, adding: "I think every young farmer feels betrayed 

by this Government." 

Since the scheme began on July 1 it has delivered a total of $332,000 of stamp duty 

exemptions to 34 young farmers. 

The scheme is meant to deliver $12 million in stamp duty exemptions over four years. 

Agriculture Minister Peter Walsh stressed the program was still in early days and that it 

took time for property contracts to be finalised.  

"Let's give it 12 months and see what happens and if the rules are an impediment," he 

said. 

Mr Broad said farmers wanted action now because it was already evident the scheme was 

not working.  

"They've turned what was a positive election promise into a dog's breakfast. They should 

roll it out as promised," he said.

Agriculture linking company FarmCentral has moved into “instant” linking of Farmer and 

Contractors via SMS. 

FarmCentral was established three years ago and is managed by St George industry 

consultant Kelvin Bella. 

The site which  connects contractors and farmers through an integrated management 

system via the internet trialed SMS text messaging to contractor’s and Farmers in the 

latter part of last harvest season and found that it was a more efficient way to link both 

parties whilst in the midst of a busy season. 

Mr Bella said efficiency was one of the top benefits of the SMS service because it allowed 

for contractors and Farmers to spend more time in the paddock or doing crucial jobs. 

“Everyone carries a mobile phone, but not everyone can access the internet during 

harvest season.” 

Mr Bella said it essentially allows for a more efficient way of co-ordinating work for 

contractors, making life easier for farmers. “Let the farmers do the farming and the 

contractors do the contracting: that’s the main idea,” Mr Bella said.  

Memberships are hitting an all-time high this year, Mr Bella said which will allow us to 

reach our vision of becoming an “Central Point” for the agricultural industry. 

Over the past couple of months we have been able to “link” or find Earthmoving 

Contractors, Cotton Picking Contractors, Header Contractors, fencing Contractors, 

Transport Company’s and more for Farmers from QLD to Victoria.  

Lake Cargelligo contractor Scott Golding has been a member of FarmCentral for the past 

three years and says it is a fantastic concept. “I have been part of FarmCentral since it 

started and it has saved me a lot of time and money,” Mr Golding said. “I receive text 

messages daily from Kelvin letting me know about any jobs that are coming up which 

saves me so much time as I’m not out on the road chasing work,” he said. 

Mr Golding says grain growers need to know about FarmCentral as it is an essential tool 

for harvest. 

“Farmers who have contractors pull out at the last minute, have called Kelvin who had 

headers there within a day and in weather like were having this harvest that kind of 

service is invaluable,” he said.

Education a key to tackling urban encroachment - Helen Thomas, 2010 Nuffield Scholar 

Profile 

Losing the connection between city and country is one thing, but it’s the loss of farmland 

itself to urban encroachment that is occupying the thoughts of Nuffield scholar Helen 

Thomas. 

Helen, who farms in Manoora, South Australia, is using her Landmark sponsored 

scholarship to investigate how to preserve prime agricultural ground and the surrounding 

reserves and ecosystems. 

She says it’s a serious problem which isn’t getting the attention it deserves. 

“We have lost 14 per cent of our farmland in Australia over the last decade, and as the 

world needs to feed a population of possibly 9 billion by the year 2050, I think that every 

bit of farmland we can preserve is precious and every bit of open space and remnant 

vegetation also has its place.”
